1.  Be Salt - Not Simply 

‘Flavorful’ or Valuable

(v 13a)

13a “You are the salt of  the 
earth, but if  salt has lost its 
taste, how shall its saltiness 
be restored?
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2.  ‘Contaminated’ 
Christians Will Lose Their 
Effectiveness and Testimony
(v 13b)
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13bIt is no longer good for 
anything except to be 
thrown out and trampled 
under people's feet.
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3.  Be Light (Because 

Salt Can’t Save) (v 14)
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14 “You are the light of  
the world. A city set on 
a hill cannot be hidden.
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4.  Christians Are 

Supposed to Be Out There! 

(v 15)
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15 Nor do people light a lamp 
and put it under a basket, 
but on a stand, and it gives 
light to all in the house.
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5.  It’s All About God’s 

Glory! (v 16)
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16 In the same way, let your light 
shine before others, so that they 
may see your good works and give 
glory to your Father who is in 
heaven.
